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GLENLOLA COLLEGIATE SCHOOL

Teaching Staff: Headmaster and 73 Assistant Teachers (including part-time
teachers).

Non-Teaching Staff: 48 Full-time and part-time Staff (including 3 foreign language
assistants).

Glenlola Collegiate School is a controlled grammar school for girls aged 11-18 years
with an integral Preparatory Department, Cygnet House for girls aged 4 — 11 years
and a pre school playgroup for girls aged 3-4 years.

ENROLMENT

The Admissions Number to Year 8 was 157 pupils. The School was over-
subscribed with applications and in accordance with its criteria for admissions
(published annually in the SEELB Booklet for Parents) all places were filled for the
commencement of Term.

The total enrolment number within the DENI approved level for the Grammar
Department was 1074 pupils.

ORGANISATION

Glenlola Collegiate School was managed on behalf of the Board of Governors by
the Headmaster Mr R J Finlay. The Senior Management Team of the School
comprised of the Headmaster, Vice Principal, Heads of Curriculum, Administration,
Junior, Middle and Senior Schools.

The organisation was based along two interlocking lines — Academic and Pastoral.

ACADEMIC

The individual subjects continued to be the responsibility of the Heads of
Department. Some related subjects, Cross Curricular Themes and Cross Curricular
Skills were further supervised by co-ordinators.

CAREERS EDUCATION AND GUIDANCE

Careers Education and Guidance covers a wide variety of activities. These range
from individual interviews based on an assessment by questionnaire of personal
attitudes and aptitudes to special careers information courses.
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Careers conferences, careers conventions and work experience are also arranged
for particular year groups. These give our girls opportunities to gain first hand
knowledge and an awareness of their prospective careers whilst also providing
important links with industry and commerce.

When girls enter their Middle School and Senior School years, it is necessary to
make choices between certain subjects. Arrangements are made for direct
consultation involving parents, pupils and teachers, based on detailed information
on the options and career requirements.

PASTORAL

The Pastoral Care Staff (Vice Principal, Pastoral Care Co-ordinator and Pastoral
Care Assistants) worked closely with Section Heads, Form Teachers, Heads of
Department and individual subject teachers.

PUPILS

Each Year Group was divided into 6 Form classes.

Each Form has a Form Captain and Deputy Captain. The Heads of Section met
with their respective Form Captains on a regular basis for consultation.

Clanmorris and Weir were joint winners of
the Lesley McMullan Cup for Choral Competition.

COMMUNICATIONS

A Staff Bulletin was published every week and distributed to all members of Staff
and Governors. It detailed administrative arrangements for the forthcoming week as
well as items of interest such as staff announcements, sports reports, synopsis of
educational reports, circulars and abridged minutes of committee meetings.

A school Newsletter was produced in the spring and summer terms and detailed the
extensive activities of the past year. It was circulated to all parents on request. It
also contained the details of the School Calendar of activities and events.

SECURITY OF PUPILS, STAFF AND PREMISES

The Board of Governors continues to be very mindful of the well being of its pupils
and staff and the need to provide secure premises. CCTV operates within the
School grounds. Caretaking staff are linked in the main School via radio handsets.
Emergency procedures are followed on a regular basis. The School alarm system
is fully operative and effective.

Visitor's Pass — All visitors must report to the Reception desk in the General Office
where they are issued with a Visitor's Pass and sign the Visitor's Book. At the
completion of their visit the pass is returned and they sign out at the appropriate
time.

CHARITIES’ REPORT 2007/2008

This year it was it was decided to focus charity fund-raising on two projects chosen by
the four Senior Officials (Nicola Byers, Head Girl; Hannah Siribor and Sarah Vincent,
Deputy Head Girls; Kirsty Eddis, Games Captain.) The two Charities nominated for
support were Asterias, which has a project in Kenya to help disabled young people,
and Shine a Light, a local charity which provides outings and special treats for
children suffering from cancer. A target of £24,000 was set.

Fund-raising events were spread across the school year and involved the whole
school community. The first main event was the Great North Run at the end of
September in which a Staff relay team raised over £2,000. This was followed in
November by a sponsored walk with all year groups and staff taking part. A
magnificent total of £13,500 was achieved.

Other events included Non-uniform Days, Year 14 Extravaganza and Year 12 Show,
Spring Concert, Bag Packing, Year 11 Sponsored Silence and the weekly House
Pennies collection. By the end of April a total sum of £25,049.76 had been raised.
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This was the second year running that the combined efforts of pupils and staff
achieved the target set by the Senior Officials. In June a cheque for £18,000 was
presented to John Adamson and Valerie Brown representing Asterias and one for
£6,000 was received by William McCrory from Shine a Light.

While Igikiro (Asterias) and Shine a Light were the nominated projects for the year a
few additional Charities received support from pupils and staff. These included Segal
House, The Anthony Nolan Trust, Macmillan Cancer Care, Chest Heart and Stroke NI
and Operation Christmas Child. As a result of the Christmas Shoe-box appeal 240
boxes of gifts, most of which had been prepared by pupils in Junior School, were sent
to the local depot in Ballycrochan for sorting and onward transportation to needy
children in Armenia.

FINANCIAL YEAR - APRIL 2007/ MARCH 2008
Under the Scheme for Local Management of Schools, Glenlola Collegiate received a
fully delegated budget of £4,436,863 including the carry forward and threshold

payments.

This funding was allocated to a large number of expense descriptions which can be
divided into a number of broad categories as follows:-

Expenditure per pupil from the delegated budget was £3,438.62

A copy of the financial outturn statement, furnished by the South Eastern Education
and Library Board, is available for inspection at the School.

In addition to the finance provided under the LMS Scheme, Glenlola Collegiate School
raised monies for the School Fund through contributions from parents of £40 per
annum for each registered pupil (a reduced rate of £60 per family operated for parents
with two or more girls attending).

THE SCHOOL CURRICULUM

The Curriculum for each year group complied with the requirements of the Northern
Ireland Curriculum in terms of the prescribed Areas of Study and Cross Curricular
Themes, together with the life-style enhancing attitudes promoted by the School’'s own
programmes designed to ensure breadth, balance, coherence and relevance in each
girl’'s learning experiences.

The list of subjects offered was: -

Art and Design, Additional Mathematics, Biology, Business Studies, Chemistry, Drama,
English Language, English Literature, French, Further Mathematics, Geography,
German, Government and Politics, History, Home Economics, ICT, Key Skills,
Learning for Life and Work, Mathematics, Music, Physical Education, Physics,
Religious Studies, Spanish, Technology and Design, and Theatre Studies.

The Curriculum was designed to ensure the spiritual, cultural, intellectual and physical
development of pupils and prepare them for the opportunities and responsibilities of
adult life.

The formal programme of studies was complemented by an “informal” programme
which included extra-curricular activities as well as those features which produce the
School’s ethos, such as the quality of pupil/parent/teacher relationships, concern for
equality of opportunity, values exemplified in the way the School operates and is
organised and managed. The whole Curriculum was extended and enriched by:-

extra-curricular clubs and societies;

outside visits

visiting speakers, drama groups, musicians, etc;
sporting activities of a varied nature;

experience of the arts;

competitions at local and national level;

links with other schools for a variety of purposes;
community and cross-community activities;

links with business and industry

Consequently, each pupil was encouraged to strive towards the highest possible level of
achievements.

A PSE Programme for Year 12 was carried out by Form Teachers and was co-
ordinated by the Head of Middle School.

Study Methods

This was to help pupils evaluate their practices and provide them with guidelines for
more effective study.

Careers and Personal Career Planning

This built on what had been introduced in Year 10 and provided a foundation for
career guidance in Senior School. It was delivered through a module in each year.

Interviews were held following examinations and subject teachers’ meetings to
monitor progress.

Curriculum Enrichment Programme

Tutorial facilities operated through the Middle School Curriculum Enrichment
programme for pupils who had available time because of subject choice. The
individual tuition and private study facilities proved to be of valuable assistance.

Consultations with Parents

In Year 11 an information evening was held in September and a Parents’
Consultation afternoon in December. The latter was designed to give feedback on
progress of individuals.

In Year 12 an information evening was held in September. A Parents’ Consultation
afternoon was held in March, after the issue of progress reports following the mock
examinations and included a talk on Medical Professions.

In addition to these, parents and pupils had access to individual consultation as
requested.
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THE SENIOR SCHOOL CURRICULUM 2007/08

contrasting studies and skills to fit our pupils for Higher Education and the world of
work.

Minority Studies

Years 13 and 14 pupils worked towards the Key Skill in Information Technology at
Level 2 or 3.

Some Year 13 and all Year 14 pupils took part in the Curriculum Enrichment (non-
examination) programme.

Private Study

At the beginning of Year 13 guidance was given on the value of Private Study and
proper use of Senior School Centre facilities.

A Study Skills module was provided for all pupils in Year 13

Career Guidance

Year 13

To assist girls in making informed decisions at this stage, a careers module for all
pupils as well as careers guidance materials, lectures, visiting speakers, visits to

Open Days etc were provided.

All girls had the opportunity of a one week work placement.

Year 14

Girls were given guidance on applications to higher/further education. Visits to Open
Days were also arranged. A careers module was provided for all pupils.

To gain further experience of the world of work pupils could take part in the teaching
practice programme in local primary schools.

An opportunity to enhance their interview skills was provided for pupils at this stage
through the Sentinus programme.

Consultations with Parents

An Information Evening for Year 13 Parents in September provided an insight into
the demands of the ‘AS’ Level Curriculum and included a talk on Oxbridge entrance.
A Year 13 Parents’ Consultation in February, after the issue of reports, was designed
to monitor individual progress.

A Year 14 Parents’ Consultation was held in December, and in addition, parents and
pupils had access to individual consultation as requested.
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SPORTING ACTIVITIES

Physical Education is an integral part of our curriculum and the School provides a
wide range of activities for both team and individual performance (see below).

The School aims to encourage and promote sport throughout the Year groups.
Excluding the extensive after school programme of activities, Physical Education as a
discreet subject is allocated an appropriate amount of curriculum time in each Year
group. lItis also offered within the GCSE and AS subject options.

Facilities include a gymnasium, assembly hall, sports hall, netball courts, astro-turf
and all-weather hockey pitches on campus with regular use also made of the Bangor
Castle Leisure Centre, Ward Park tennis courts and the synthetic hockey surface
provided by the Borough Council at Ballykillaire.
