School Photograph Policy
The School wishes to inform you and obtain your agreement on the issue of School photographs.  This matter has arisen following advice regarding child protection.

Photographs of pupils are taken to record School activities or events or to publicise achievements.  This has been a regular and ongoing situation and the details below are examples of when photographs may be taken and their likely display use.

· Individual school photograph for record purposes;

· Teams, classes, choirs or similar, field work, Duke of Edinburgh’s Award, CCF, school visits (local, national or international);

· Photographs (with permission only) taken by pupils of class colleagues for background Art project purposes, eg, in sport, in a practical subject etc;

· Photographs are used for classroom/corridor displays, for Open Nights and Parents’ Consultation Afternoons; School Newsletter, local newspapers.

· Photographic images on the School website.  We consider that these can be motivating for the pupils involved as well as providing an excellent opportunity to promote the positive work of the School.  The School will also take all necessary steps to ensure that no pupil is identified by name and any use of photographic images of pupils in Glenlola Collegiate is underpinned by the ICT policy which is available on request.

All photographs taken by the School are closely monitored by staff in charge.

The above details are not exhaustive but the School will only use photographs in a careful manner.  It is important that you should be given the opportunity to inform School if you have any objections.  Unless you contact me in writing, I will presume you are in agreement with our well monitored routines and Glenlola Collegiate will take all reasonable steps to adhere to your request.
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
